WHEREAS, he sought to fulfill his goals exclusively by nonviolent means; and

WHEREAS, Dr. King's life was ended by assassination on April 4, 1968, in Memphis,
Tennessee, where he was leading an effort for more just treatment of sanitation workers, and

WHEREAS, the actions and efforts of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. have served as an inspiration
to many; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Senate of the State of Minnesota that it honors and celebrates the
life and work of Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. and the Civil Rights movement.
