A grant recipient must use money appropriated under this section for remediation costs, including​
disaster recovery, infrastructure, reimbursement for emergency personnel costs, reimbursement for​
equipment costs, and reimbursements for property tax abatements, incurred by public or private​
entities as a result of the fires. This is a onetime appropriation and is available until June 30, 2018.​

EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment."​
